Every 
Monday we are host to the ACCESS Food 
Pantry which serves 30-50 households 
groceries each week. Every Thursday we 
feed an average of 100 people a warm 
meal at our Community Dinner.  Our 
ComeUnity Garden has 24 garden beds 
available for rent to all.  Small Steps 
Childcare and Preschool is available to 
families of all income levels and children 
of all abiliƟes.   

 

Creation Care 

We believe that God charged us with the 
care of creaƟon.  Our Green Team makes 
sure that we have our eye on the ways we 
can improve our carbon footprint as a 
congregaƟons as well as individually.  In 
addiƟon to using less plasƟc and 
Styrofoam at our dinner and fellowship 
Ɵmes, we are given real Ɵps to help the 
environment in the bulleƟn each week 
and on our website (www.mfccor.org).
